Applications will be assessed by the Committee’s Secretary General and Membership Secretary, and recommendations made to the ISC20C Bureau for final decision. Applications for membership to the ISC20C  should be emailed to the Membership Secretary at membershipsecretaryisc20c@gmail.com  with a copy for information to the applicant’s National Committee, or where none exists, to the International Secretariat.
Expert Members
